Changes to Racing Rules
The Racing Rules will be changed in accordance with rule 86 as follows:

For protests where only a Rule of Part 2 is alleged to have been broken then an arbitration hearing will be
offered prior to any formal hearing.
Rule 42 will be changed to allow boats to pump, rock and ooch as permitted in their Class Rules.

Changes to Class Rules
Eligibility and Entry

The regatta is open to all boats of the International 470 class.

Advance entries will be accepted until the normal closing date of Friday 19" February 2010, by
completing the attached entry form accompanied by a fee of $90 and mailing it to the address
referenced on the entry form.
